THE YEAR IS 2027. Powerful
artificial intelligence (AI) sys-
tems are becoming smarter
than humans,and arewreaking
havoc on the global order. Chi-
nese spies have stolen America’s
Al secrets,and the White House
is rushing to retaliate.Inside a
leading AI lab, engineers are
spooked to discover that their
models are starting to deceive
them,raising the possibility that
they’ll gorogue.

These aren’t scenes from a
sci-fiscreenplay.They’re scenar-
iosenvisioned byanon-profitin
Berkeley,California,called the Al
Futures Project,which hasspent
the past year trying to predict
what theworld willlooklike over
the next few years, as increas-
ingly powerful Al systems are
developed. The project is led by
Daniel Kokotajlo,a former Ope-
nAlresearcherwholeft the firm
lastyearoverhisconcernsthatit
was acting recklessly.

While at OpenAl,where he
was on the governance team,
Kokotajlo wrote detailed inter-
nal reports about how the race

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forartificial generalintelligence
(AGI),a fuzzy term for human-
level machine intelligence
might unfold. After leaving, he
teamed upwith Eli Lifland,an Al
researcher who had a track
record of accurately forecasting
world events. They got to work
trying to predict AI's next wave.

The result is “AI 2027, a
reportand website released this
weekthat describes,inadetailed
fictional scenario, what could
happen if Al systems surpass
human-levelintelligence,which
theauthors expect tohappenin

the next two to three years.

“Wepredict that Alswill con-
tinue to improve to the point
wherethey’refullyautonomous
agents that are better than
humansateverythingbytheend
of 2027 or so,”says Kokotajlo.

There’s no shortage of spec-
ulationaboutAl these days.San
Francisco has been gripped by
Al fervour, and the Bay Area’s
tech scene hasbecomea collec-
tion of warring tribesand splin-
ter sects, each one convinced
that it knows how the future
will unfold.

Some Al predictions have
taken the form of a manifesto,
such as “Machines of Loving
Grace,” a 14,000-word essay
written last year by Dario
Amodei, CEO of Anthropic, or
“Situational Awareness,’areport
bytheformerOpenAlresearcher
Leopold Aschenbrennerthatwas
widelyread in policy circles.

The people at the Al Futures
Project designed theirsasafore-
cast scenario — essentially, a
piece of rigorously researched
science fiction that uses their
best guessesabout the futureas
plot points. The group spent
nearly a year honing hundreds
of predictions about Al Then,
they brought in a writer, Scott
Alexander,who writes the blog
Astral Codex Ten, to help turn
their forecast into a narrative.

“We took what we thought
would happenand tried tomake
itengaging,’Lifland said.

Critics of this approach
might argue that fictional AI
stories are better at spooking
people than educating them.
And some AI experts will no
doubt object to the group’s cen-
tral claim that Al will overtake
humanintelligence. =~ —NYT

founder Ganga Bhishen Agar-
wal who was fondly called
Haldiram by her mother. A
young Ganga Bhishen got to
know the recipe from his aunt
who used to make a thickand
soft prototype of the current
snackknownasBikaneribhujia.

Today they are available in
stores of every size and shape
across the country and many
acrosstheworld,and theirsoan
papdisarethe country’s Diwali
gifting staple. But pinning
them down foran interview is
asdifficultas Ghibli-fyingyour
selfieis easy.

What’s also intriguing is
the fact that the iconic brand
